Please provide your child with a pair of wellingtons which can stay in Nursery. You will also need to provide any pull-ups, wipes and nappy sacks if your child requires them. We also suggest bringing in some spare items of clothing, which can be kept on your child’s coat peg.  
Nursery Fund is a voluntary contribution of £2 per half term.

(This money helps us to buy items such as small pieces of equipment, baking ingredients, seeds, food for special events such as Pancake Day etc.) 

Please ensure your child always brings a warm waterproof coat as we do go outside every day. We do not allow any jewellery to be worn in nursery.


	 Drinks and snacks 
Please ensure that your child has a named water bottle (containing water only) in nursery every day. Milk and fruit is provided free for your child each day as part of the Healthy Schools Initiative. It is essential that we are made aware of any special dietary requirements or allergies.

	Assessment and Record Keeping
Your child’s Learning Journey Record 

Throughout your child’s time in Nursery at Gainsborough we will be observing, assessing and recording their progress. Each child will have an individual learning journey record where observations, photographs and anecdotal notes are stored. These will help us to identify your child’s strengths and needs. You will be invited into nursery on various occasions throughout the year to look at your child’s learning journey record with your child and their class teacher. 

You will also have an opportunity to meet with your child’s Class Teacher at Parent Evening sessions held in the Autumn and Summer terms to discuss their progress. Together, we will agree on some learning targets and next steps for your child. You will receive a written report during the Spring term. 

We welcome your contributions regarding your child’s development and any comments about significant events in your child’s life. Parents are also encouraged to contact us with comments, observations and photographs at any time throughout the year.



	Nursery daily routine
Your child will be given their own coat-peg in nursery, and once they are familiar with the environment they will start to find their own name card to self-register. Our learning environment is set out to meet the needs of all children, both indoors and out. Our routine consists of whole class circle times, small adult-led groups and self-directed play times, where children are free to choose their own activities from our continuous provision. There are snack-times both in the morning and afternoon. Our aim is to provide a happy, caring environment which encourages children to be confident learners.
