Pupil Voice shows that pupils are able to use subject specific vocabulary to describe their learning. 

Two hours of PE now takes place across the school each week. Teachers repeat skills taught by specialist PE coaches in previous lesson which helps to consolidate and embed skills taught as well as upskilling staff. 
	Increasing staff skills and knowledge will enable them to teach effective lessons in the long term without the support of specialist coaches.
